In addition to providing greater reliability as a new
system, the system will provide audible alarms, a direct connection to the
Installation Operations Center and the Police desk for communications, a
carbon monoxide gas detection and sensors that tell first responders
exactly what detector or pull station has been activated, which will save



time in the event of an emergency.
