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April 6, 2009 – Effective April 6, 2009, the use of tobacco products of all types, including but not
limited to cigarettes, cigars, pipes, chewing tobacco, or snorting tobacco is strictly prohibited in all
buildings to include all auditoriums, conference rooms, seminar rooms, seminar study rooms, staff and
faculty offices, restrooms, elevators and hallways. 

    Outdoor smoking areas will be at least 50 feet from common point of ingress/egress and will be
clearly delineated as spaces available for use of tobacco products. 

    Failure to comply with the policy subjects Soldiers, civilians, contract personnel and others to
appropriate action.
