Remembrance and Veterans Day Event, on November 9, 2018. The event will run from 2:30pm
until 3:30pm and will be located at the World War I Allied and German trenches on the
USAHEC’s Army Heritage Trail

In recognition of the 100th Anniversary of the end of WWI, the Canadian
Consulate - New York Office, the U.S. Army War College and the U.S.
Army Heritage and Education Center will recognize the service and
sacrifice of the men and women who served with a living history program
entitled "When the Guns Fell Silent: Remembrance and Veterans Day
Event," on Nov. 9, 2018. The event begins at 2:30 p.m. on the grounds of
the World War I Allied and German trenches on the USAHEC’s Army
Heritage Trail. There will be a moment of Silence to Remember the Fallen
around 3:20pm by the Carlisle Barracks Chaplain.

Following the end of World War I, November 11th became a national day of
mourning and remembrance in many of the nations including the United
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States; however, in 1954 President Dwight D. Eisenhower officially
changed the holiday to Veterans Day "in order that a grateful nation might
pay appropriate homage to the veterans of all its wars who have
contributed so much to the preservation of this Nation." A day of honor and
remembrance, November 11th continues to be an important reminder of the
sacrifices made by our Veterans.
